Here are few things to consider as you make your plans:
· Workshop Sessions
EYH Salt Lake will serve female students from grades 6 to 9. 

· The workshop sessions are designed to be 60 minutes long, with a 10-minute break in between each session. You will be asked to facilitate 3 back-to-back sessions. 
Because we encourage a hands-on activity within each session, we have typically limited each workshop size to 12 to 20 students. You make the call on how many students you’d like to have placed in your workshop sessions.
· Workshop Topics
EYH workshop content is focused on Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (STEM) activities. Popular topics have included “cosmetic chemistry,” where students make lotions or lip gloss and learn about the science ties, or “Gringotts Grimy Goo” where student learn about polymers and make their own compounds. · Workshop Presenter Team
Don’t go it alone. Recruit a co-presenter and other assistants to help with the hands-on component of the workshop. Depending on the size of your workshop, you may want 3 or 4 extra pairs of hands to help. If your volunteers do not need any special technical expertise, please let us know who many assistants you need and we can help recruit for you.
· Time Commitment

With the conference being a one-day event, you will be giving up a good part of your day on Saturday, March 10. We like presenters to check in by 8 a.m. to set up. Sessions begin at 9 a.m. and end at 12:20 p.m. At the conclusion of the workshops, we ask you to complete a 5- to 10-minute feedback survey. You are invited to stay for lunch and the keynote, but that is up to you. 

Advance preparation varies. Past presenters have spent between 2 to 10 hours, depending on the type of activities they are presenting.
We invite you to an optional meeting at the school to show you your assigned room and answer any questions. We will also need you to spend some time preparing a catchy workshop description, an equipment list, your assistants list, and a short bio for each volunteer.
